I have been praying for more opportunities to meet Israelis in order to share Yeshua 

with them. One afternoon, as I was driving from another city on my way back from 

shopping in the city, the Lord instructed me not to go on with my plan to visit a friend, 

but to return immediately to my village. I obeyed. As I drove towards the center of the 
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village, I met some traffic police who had blocked off the streets so I asked what was 

going on. They said an Israeli festival was getting under way and that 30 buses were 

just arriving! 

 

1400 Israelis descended on our Village, Lefkara, and for hours danced together with the 

Greeks, ate in our cafes, played music, strolled and shopped in our shops! I was able to 

share Yeshua with a number of them and several had open tender hearts, praying with 

me and taking the New Testament! God is moving in humble hidden places where He 

alone gets the glory! Israelis and Greek Cypriots dancing together is much better than 

politics!  

 

Therefore I say to you, Whatsoever things you desire, when you pray, believe that you 

receive them, and you shall have them. Mark 11:24 

 

The Lord is answering prayer over and abundantly more than what we can ask, imagine 

or think. I asked the Lord to bring some Israelis into my path and He brought 1400 of 

them right to my doorstep. He didn't let me miss this incredible opportunity and canceled 

my own plans that afternoon of the Israeli festival. It's impossible to report on all the 

myriads of opportunities He gives me to share the gospel. There is a flow from heaven 

in these last days to bring in the final harvest and I am seeing it unfold right before my 

eyes! 

 

 

I just got back from a trip to Athens. Athens is the city where 41 years ago, the Lord 

showed up in my room, showed me hell, brought me to a deep heart repentance, flooded 

my room with the light of the glory of Yeshua and took me up to heaven. I haven't been 

to Athens for about 4 years but while the Lord was clearly telling me to go, He gave me 

a vision of the face of an old friend who I used to hang out with before I met the Lord 

and haven't seen in all these 41 years. I easily made contact with her. She was excited 

and delighted to connect with me so we met and shared for 4 hours over a meal. She 

heard my testimony for the first time and I heard about her battle with breast cancer 19 

years ago. She was ready to open her heart to Yeshua and gave her life to Him! Beloved, 

every person God puts in our lives is significant and connected to us for the purpose of 

redemption. God is faithful. He never forgets our loved ones, whether they be family or 

dear friends. Keep praying and believing! We are here for such a time as this to bring in 
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the lost and we will rejoice with all of our loved ones at the Gate on that day when we 

joyfully enter the Kingdom of Heaven.
